However, the said aspect

does not cover the payment of arrears which is already promised in

Ext.P6 order.     

In the above circumstances, there will be a direction to the

2nd respondent to give effect to Ext.P6 order dated 29.07.2024 as

regards the admitted arrears of DA/DR at the revised rates due from

01.01.2022 starting from August 2025 either as a lumpsum or in

instalments payable from 01.08.2024 as per Ext.P6.
